STANDARD CLASS RULES 

WriƩen entries close 11am Wednesday prior to the show. 
Limit of 2 entries per person, for each secƟon of each class. 

Please read each secƟon carefully. No exhibits to be removed 
prior to 6PM. Late entries may be accepted at the pavilion co-
ordinators discreƟon. Pavilion will close promptly at Saturday 

6PM and re-open 6:30pm for collecƟon of exhibits. 
Entry fees: 50c per entry up to 10 entries, capped at $5 there-

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 
All care will be taken of exhibits, but no responsibility will be 
held by the Temora Show Society, its members or volunteers. 

The commiƩee shall not be responsible for any damage or 
loss to exhibits, any accident that may be caused through, or 

by, an exhibit and it shall be a condiƟon of entry that each 
exhibitor shall hold the commiƩee harmless and indemnified 
against any legal proceedings arising from any acƟon, loss or 
damage for non-delivery of any exhibit. All decisions of the 
judges are final. Exhibitors must follow the requests of the 

stewards at all Ɵmes. Only stewards, commiƩee & judges are 
allowed in the pavilion during judging. The commiƩee & stew-
ards reserve the right to reject or remove any exhibit and will 
give a reason for doing so. Exhibit collecƟon will be available 
from 6:30pm to 7:30pm on show day. You must present your 

entry Ɵcket to the secƟon steward who will assist you with the 
process and mark your exhibits as returned. The pavilion will 

also be open on Sunday aŌer show day between 12pm – 2pm. 
Prize money can be collected on show day at the secretary’s 

office from 1pm – 3pm on show day. Any money not collected 
by 31st October will be forfeited. Your generosity will assist in 

the running costs of the show.

1. Sweet Peas, no more than 12 stems. 
2. Daffodil, 1 cut. 
3. Flowering Bulb or Rhizome, (1 cut not Iris). 
4. Rose, 1 cut, any variety. 
5. One cut not menƟoned. 
6. Three disƟnct cuts of Aust. NaƟve Shrub (culƟvated). 
7. Iceland Poppies, 3 blooms. 
8. Three Geraniums or pelargonium (different colours). 
9. Iris, 1 cut (Dutch, Bearded, or Old will be separated if 
enough entries). 
10. 1 CollecƟon of Cut Flowers (6), not more than 1 of 
each no shrub. 
11. Six Freesias. 
12. Six Pansies, disƟnct colours, displayed on saucer or flat 
container. 
13. Orchid, 1 spike any variety. 
14. One Variety other than specified, own container. 
15. Jonquil, 1 cut 
  
 CAMELLIAS 
16. Camellia, 1 cut any variety. 
17. Three Camellias (disƟnct varieƟes), own container. 
18. Decorated saucer of Camellias with foliage. 
 
DECORATIVE 
Must have fresh flowers unless otherwise stated.  
Any embellishment allowed. 
 
19. Arrangement in Candle Holders. 
20. Arrangement of one disƟnct colour of your choice. 
21. Miniature arrangement, not to exceed 15cm height. 
22. Spring in a basket. 
23. Arrangement using 2 Blooms. 
24. Any arrangement using dried or arƟficial flowers.
